result of this cultural exchange?”

e All entries must be post marked by February 1st and/or received by
February 5, 2007.

There will be three prizes awarded. First place will be a credit amount up to
$1,600.00 towards the travel package. Second place will be a $1,300.00 credit
and third place $1,100.00 credit.

Judging information is
available upon request. Countries with which we exchange include Japan, New
Zealand, Australia, Peru, Brazil, ltaly, France, Denmark, Germany, Great Britain,
Norway, Belgium, as well as other European countries.
